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AN ELECTRICAL COMPLIANCE CHALLENGE 

Keeping Track Of Your Condition Report Actions Required 
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When managing a large estate an integrated system is required to track and monitor the observations and 

recommendations created during Inspection and Testing these are recorded in the building’s Condition Report 

(previously the Periodic Inspection Report).  This is a specific challenge for M&E Technical and Engineering 

Directors responsible for estates where a large number of contractors do work.  This challenge is easily and 

elegantly handled using EDIS.

This document outlines the EDIS approach to reduce data capture, data loss and increases electrician efficiency 

and managers visibility of these priorities. 

 

Using a workflow combined with an internet based database the status, priorities and responsibilities are made 

clear to all stakeholders. 
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In line with Amendment 1 of BS7671, 2008, there are now be 3 observation codes, EDIS adds additional codes to 

provide the manager with the fullest possible picture:   

·  C1- Danger present: Risk of injury immediate remedial action required 

·  C2-Potentially dangerous: Urgent remedial action required 

·  C3-Improvement Recommended 

·  EDIS codes : 

o C4 – Further investigation required 

o NCFF- Non-conformance found and fixed 

o FIO- for information only 

o N/V- Not Verified 

o LIM -Limitation 

o N/A- Not Applicable 

 

The observations and recommendations are captured via EDIS interfaces (browser, excel) below and then reported 

via the Condition Report, Excel trackers or browser based reports. 

 

 

A bird’s eye view of the process is described below and elaborated later in the document. 

 

Figure 1 – The flow above provides Birds Eye View o f the creation and management of recommendations 

identified during the testing process, priority rec ommednations are handled immediately lower priority  
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recommendatoins are tracked and manged separately a fter a period of time.  This process defines key 

steps: IDENTIFY, PLAN, DO and COMPLETE cycle. 
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The observations and recommendations are captured during the inspection and testing process and presented in 

the Condition Report. 

 

Figure 2 –During the inspection and testing process  the CONDITION REPORT is used to record the 

observations and recommendations.  The Observation and Recommendation are grouped as: 1-General 

Observations, 2-Distribution Board and Circuit Obse rvations and 3-Inspection schedule Observations – 

each recommendation and observation is classified u sing a code. 
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Figure 3 If the user selects the option when creati ng the certificate the Inspection Schedule Observat ions 

can be shown as a separate report.  This schdule is  used for buildings with supplies of less than 100A .  

Observations and recommendations from this report a re transferred to Section F Observations and 

Recommendations of the Condition Report. 

 

 

 

Figure 4 The 2 page of the EDIS condition report ce rtificate allows the user to view and edit the 

observations and recommendations; note the option t o include the Inspection Schedule in the CR report,  

the inspection schedule is always used for building s less than 100A, but can be applied to larger buil dings. 
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The observations and recommendations are automatically shown in the EDIS Actions Require report.   This is an 

estate wide report that consolidates the EDIS Actions Required across all buildings and estates to which the user 

has access.  This tool is key to ensuring the electrical compliance for you buildings. 

 

 

Figure 5 The EDIS Actions Required report is essent ial for M&E technical managers and directors 

responsible for large Building and large Estates.  It provides a list of actions, the level of severit y and the 

priority and assigns action. 
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Figure 6 The Planner assigns the action to an elect rician; on completion of the task the planner will close 

the task. 
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Once each Action Required has been assigned to an electrician by a planner; the contractor can update the Action 

Item based on the status of the work.  When an Action Item has been addressed the planner can close the item.  

The status of all Actions Required can be tracked using reports; data can be downloaded and presented using Excel.

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The View Outstanding Actions report displays the status of the Action items, providing a ready tool to report on the 

status of Observations and Recommendations across the estate.
